
Runners

· You will ‘run’ the class lists to the Gate Keepers and the Judge/Ring Steward
· You will Collect the results from the Judge after each group of classes and return them to the office

· Remember the competitors may be under different levels of stress, however if anyone is excessively rude or abusive to you get their number and report it to the Volunteer Coordinator 
Ribbons
· You will make sure you have enough ribbons to give out for each group of classes

· You will either enter ring or stand at gate to give out ribbons depending on the class

· Hand the ribbon to the rider –please do not try to pin them on the horse(for your safety and that of the rider)

· If you are not sure which competitor earned what placing you may ask them they will know

· Remember the competitors may be under different levels of stress, however if anyone is excessively rude or abusive to you get their number and report it to the Volunteer Coordinator

Ring Crew

· In between classes you will set up what equipment is needed and remove any that is not

· During classes you will watch and when competitor is finished their course or pattern and walking you will replace any poles or other equipment that has been knocked out of place – Your safety is more important than speed 

· At the end of the day all equipment will be removed from the rings and put away until next show
